Introduction


I started this second volume nearly a decade ago and have only just restarted writing it after a hiatus of more than four years… and innumerable papers later.
 Consequently, some of my ideas deserve reconsideration in either of two senses. Reconsideration in the sense that they were once raised and have been forgotten about and I feel they are worth being looked at again, or, in being revisited, I find my ideas have shifted and now deserve to be more radically re-considered. Rather than rewrite ideas that I find I now must re-consider to be discordant with my current thinking I will merely alert the reader to where and how such ideas have shifted. Consequently, I would like to note such re(-)considerations and also use this opportunity to highlight other sections of this text that could bear closer scrutiny for a number of other reasons. In effect, offering a critical commentary on key points to be found in this text that might assist the reader in their negotiation of its metaphorical depths and shallows, navigate its many rhetorical twists and turns, and, home in on those sections that need a pilot to profitably re-chart a more succinct course across the tidal wash of its many arguments; be they seen as either hypothetical or non-hypothetical in scope…. Introduction

In the introduction I discuss the nature of ordered value.
 My understanding has been a continual work in progress. I noted the fifth order as where the potential nature of value is resident, and its factual determination realized when we move to a sixth order. I am more of the opinion that each of the six orders is instrumental in the formation of (theoretical/phenomenological) identity, (practical/hermeneutical genres) work and (critical/existential) value. However, we could see these three poles of the first, fifth and third orders as more central to those pre-occupations. In this regard seeing first order supplemented by the sixth order of factual determination and second orders of essential-aesthetical reflection, the fifth order of the hermeneutic accompanied by the pragmatics of the fourth and sixth order factual determination, and, the third order reinforced by second order aesthetics and fourth order pragmatics. I finally worked out to resolve two versions of this linear or circular versions by invoking a cognitive level and a trans-cognitive, judgmental level. So, e.g., the third order on a cognitive level is concerned with conceptual constructions and in a fourth order is concerned with perceptual constructions, whereas, in contrast, on a trans-cognitive level the third order is viewed as de-ontological and the fourth as pragmatical in orientation. Another problem is relating linear with circular versions of the same and I would envisage backgrounds being focused upon as producing the intentional material for the next order, etc. (2427)

Section I


There is a formula ‘valid, proper and appropriate’
 (or, more usually, ‘proper, appropriate and valid’) that by the end of this extended essay becomes (‘internally’) proper, (‘externally’) appropriate and (‘internally-externally’) apposite or passable. In effect, truth needs the conjunction of all three aspects to establish this semblance of overall validity. (2428)

In paragraph 43 I look at the concept of alignment… a topic or theme looked into in more detail in the later sections of this volume… and taken up as a way of doing philosophy through a critical economy of ‘correlations, alignments and transformations’, and, paralleled in (a reformation of the prospect of) theology through ‘tracts, conformities, and revelations’. By such means completely circumventing any perceived need for doing things on the basis of so-called first principles (à Descartes et al).
